Applicants must reside in Texas and be work authorized.

-Identify the media for the campaign message (email, mailer, website) 
-View the website or database from the external customer, prospects, donor, 
sponsor point of view 

-Discuss and identify interests and needs regarding the campaign, event, product, or 
service 

-Discuss, agree on, and plan the campaign messaging, visuals, action, consider 
keywords for SEO to match the external customers’/prospects’ interests 

-Create the campaign, review, test, revise, finalize 
-Launch the campaign (mail, website, email) 
-Analyze and measure the campaign (feedback, data, analytics, sales, other) 
-Make recommendations on how to adjust/improve the campaign for reuse 
-Write a wrap-up report
